MONITORING AND COMPLETION OF RESEARCH

1. The primary responsibility for monitoring research rests with the principal investigator. The WAAHEC is responsible for ensuring that the research is monitored and the interests of the participants are adequately protected.

2. Applicants of proposed research are required to submit a six monthly progress report to the WAAHEC.

3. Upon completion of the research, the applicants will forward details on how the results have been communicated to the research participants.

4. Prior to submission for publication, the applicant should send a copy of any proposed publications to the OAH Secretariat so that they may advise on appropriate acknowledgment of the contribution of the participants involved.
